In total with learning and assessment, the Communications Course is designed to take 72 weeks.

Numeracy Outline, structure and timeframes

The numeracy manual consists of 5 booklets covering 11 content areas. Each book covers ABET Levels 1- 4, as follows:

· Content area 3: Fractions

· Content area 11: Financial Literacy

Content Area 8: Calculators is integrated with number and other work.

There is a Summative Assessment Booklet to accompany each Numeracy Book. In total with learning and summative assessment, the Numeracy Course is designed to take 70 weeks.

Provision of Resources for learners

There are three Resource Books for Numeracy, which learners will use during their learning. In addition to the Resource Books each learner will require a set of basic equipment, such a calculator, exercise books, pens, pencils, an eraser, a ruler, a pair of dice, squared paper, compasses and protractors, crayons and scissors.
