“Two challenging themes are shaping the thought of teacher education over the last decade. The first, relates to the significance of identity as transformed and negotiated along the processes of learning. The other, relates to recognition that clear vision and coherence of the curriculum enable the development of a strong sense of professional commitment. These themes highlight the interplay between individuals (identities) and their environments (curriculum). … This understanding shifts curriculum from prescriptions to ‘life management’ and ‘identity narration’ processes. … We offer a vision of teacher education as a cultural edge community where taken for granted norms and routines are inherently questioned and a generative context for new ideas and the negotiation of professional identities is developed.”
